It sets and monitors policies
and standards, inspects nursing homes for licensure and provides subsidiesfor eligible individuals
who cannot cover the full cost of nursing home care. In addition, Nursing Home Services provides
consultation services to the nursing homes.

Nursing homes provide serviceto individual s whose care requirements exceed the support available
from family and other community care providers, but who are not at the point of requiring hospital
based extended/restorative care or acute care. Theresidential services providedin nursinghomesare
designed to maximize the individual’ s physical, social, and psychological independence.

The Nursing Home Services policies and standards are based upon and administered under the
Nursing Homes Act and the Regulations under this Act.
